B. August 3, 2020 Telephonic Special Public Meeting

Mr. Wrathell presented the August 3, 2020 Telephonic Special Public Meeting Minutes.

On MOTION by Ms. Gutierrez and seconded by Mr. Lavigne, with all in favor,
the August 3, 2020 Telephonic Special Public Meeting Minutes, as presented,
were approved.

TENTH ORDER OF BUSINESS Staff Reports

A. District Counsel: Hopping Green & Sams, P.A.
Mr. Johnson advised that, in late June, the District was served with a foreclosure

complaint filed by Yan Ding and Maxi Stone, LLC, derivatively on behalf of CCWO3 FPS, LLC.
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The District is not an appropriate party to the complaint, as, by law, the District’s special
assessments by statute, are superior to the Plaintiff’s new mortgage and cannot be foreclosed
out. Staff took a cost-effective approach and provided Plaintiff’s Counsel with a copy of the
assessment lien referencing the Florida Statutes. To date, they have continued to extend the
time that the District would have to respond and, while Staff could push ahead with a motion
to dismiss, it would involve expending District funds. Copies of the complaint could be
provided to Board Members who want it. The interim plan was to continue waiting for the
Plaintiff to finish reviewing the documents and hopefully dismiss the CDD voluntarily, thereby
avoiding court costs. If anything changes, this item would be presented and, if a privileged
attorney client session is needed, one would be scheduled. Mr. Johnson anticipated that, as
soon as the Plaintiff’s Counsel finishes reviewing everything, they would voluntarily dismiss the
CDD and handle the remainder of the matter themselves.

B. District Engineer: Terra-Max Engineering, Inc.

Mr. Amm reported the following:

> The foundation in Phase 1, Sections A and B has been completed since February.

> 760 stone columns were installed, with approximately three miles of column in the

ground. 1,424 cubic yards of concrete was poured.

> In Sections C through J, up to 1,330 stone columns were installed and 712 cubic yards of

concrete was poured.

> The roadway infrastructure was completed.

> The constant bridge elements on the lake at the main property, the Blackwood, were
installed and construction of the island was completed.

> The remaining infrastructure should be completed by mid-October and the remaining

foundation should be completed by November.

> Although there were delays due to the pandemic and the weather, the construction

team was able to work around the delays and move forward.

> Safety was a top priority and no accidents occurred. The project was within budget and

progressing nicely.
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> Thus far, the amount expended from the bonds was $5,108,337.25, including
construction, architectural design, permitting, technical thresholds and engineering costs.

Mr. Wrathell stated that, when the bonds were issued, there were costs that were part
of the original acquisition, so the amount reflected in the construction account was incorrect.
Mr. Amm expended the balance of the construction funds after the initial requisitions.
